The series will
include such classics as The
Bicycle Thieves, Shoeshine
and The Garden of the Finzi-
Continis as well as more
rarely screened, but equally
stunning films Miracle in
Milan, Terminal Station and
After the Fox, starring Peter
Sellers and Britt Ekland.
About the Series:

One of the most influential
and talented directors of the
postwar Italian cinema,
Vittorio De Sica (1902-1974)
is credited as a progenitor of
the neorealist movement
that radically reshaped the
cinematic landscape in Eu-
rope and beyond. De Sica’s
early films defined the quin-
tessence of neo-realism by
transforming their neces-
sarily small budgets into an
aesthetic creed, a commit-
ment to working with non-
professional actors, shooting
on location using available
lighting, and encouraging
intense character explora-
tion and improvisation.
Guided by the intelligent and
rigorously structured screen-
plays of his frequent and
most important collaborator,
Cesar Zavattini, De Sica’s
major films — The Children
Are Watching Us, Shoeshine,
Miracle in Milan and, of
course Umberto D. and The
Bicycle Thieves - are preoccu-
pied with urgent social and
political topics facing post-
war Italy — poverty and the
hardscrabble life of the
streets, intergenerational
estrangement, and the
sense of general moral de-
cay and vacuity cast by the
dark shadow of the Fascist
regime.

De Sica's extraordinary
rapport with actors grew
from his own career as a
popular matinee idol and
star of sophisticated com-
edies in the 1930s, a back-
ground which also informed
the glamorous sheen and
light comic touches which
became increasingly promi-
nent in his cinema. Com-
pared to the meteoric criti-
cal and popular success of
his early films, De Sica's
work in the 1960s was less
favorably received until the
comeback marked by The

Shoeshine (Sciuscia)

Garden of the Finzi-Continis.
Although De Sica is cel-
ebrated today as one of
the great Italian directors,
important major works fca-
tured in this selective ret-
rospective such as Miracle in
Milan, Shoeshine and The
Gold of Naples remain all too
rarely seen.

De Sica’s heart-wrenching
portrait of two impoverished
shoeshine boys uses the
ever-present Allied soldiers
and bombed ruins as a con-
stant reminder of the still
reverberating devastation of
war. De Sica and Zavattini's
interest in symbols and,
increasingly, fantasy, is leg-
ible in the figure of the
horse that becomes the boys’
sole source of happiness
and, almost simultaneously,
despair. Rarely screened
today, Shoeshine stands with
Bunuel's Los Olviadados as
one the great films about
children.

In this delightful episodic
comedy about Naples, De
Sica pays tribute to the city
where he spent his child-
hood. Loosely structured
around four short vignettes
and featuring some of Ital-
ian cinema’s biggest stars —
including De Sica as an
upper-class gambler — this
anthology showcases the
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lyric beauty of Naples and
De Sica’s evident love for
its people and places while
subtly plumbing the depths
of the human hcart.

A searing portrayal of
familial disintegration viv-
idly told from the perspec-
tive of a five-year-old aban-
doned by his mother, De
Sica’s proto-neorealist mas-
terpiece foregrounds a the-
matic concern that recurs
throughout his oeuvre — the
troubled distance between
children and adults as an
echo of a dysfunctional soci-
ety destabilized by fascism
and war. As a vital wit-
ness to the callousness
and ingratitude pervasive
throughout society, the
young boy’s struggle to as-
cribe moral values to the
world offers both an indict-
ment and an ambiguous

vision of hope.
